WBU ATHLETIC HALL OF HONOR
CLASS OF 2009 CHOSEN

In honor of the Centennial Celebration, the Wayland Baptist University Athletic Department is inducting the largest group ever into its Athletic Hall of Honor.   Six former athletes, two former coaches and an athletic administrator make up the Class of 2009.  
Carolyn Bush Roddy – 1973-75  Flying Queens Basketball – Harriman, TN
A two-time AAU and NWIT All-American, Carolyn Bush helped lead the Flying Queens to two straight AAU Championships.  She was the team’s scoring and rebounding leader in her first season, earning AAU Rookie of the Year honors.  Bush was named Most Valuable Player of the NWIT in both 1974 and 1975, and was a 1975 Kodak All-American.  She is currently 31st in WBU Career Scoring with 1,090 points.

Glyna Masten Harrison – 1960-63  Flying Queens Basketball – Sudan, TX
Glyna Masten was a three-time AAU All-American.  During her four years at Wayland, the Flying Queens had an overall record of 90-12, won one AAU Championship, and finished second three times.

Lisa Kolodziejczyk Robinson – 1989-93  Flying Queens Basketball – Palacios, TX
Following her standout freshman season, Lisa Kolodziejczyk was named American Women’s Sports Federation Freshman Player of the Year and Freshman All-American.    She would go on to be selected to the 1992 and 1993 AWSF All-American and NAIA All-American teams, and was a 1993 Kodak All-American.  Kolodziejczyk is currently 6th in Flying Queens Career scoring with 1,838 points.

Alrick Munroe -- 1985-87  Track and Field – Pikeville, MD 
The 1985 NAIA Indoor and Outdoor Track & Field Most Valuable Athlete, Alrick Munroe won seven individual NAIA Championships and was a member of three NAIA team Championships.  He is an 11-time NAIA All-American and earned NAIA Scholar Athlete honors twice.   A sprinter and long jumper, Munroe continues to hold three WBU track and field records.

Althea Thomas – 1985-1988  Track and Field – Kansas City, MO
Althea Thomas is an 18-time NAIA All-American and won three relay national championships as a member of the Pioneer women’s track and field team.  She was a part of the first women’s team in WBU history to win a NAIA Track & Field Indoor Championship, and continues to hold six school records.  Thomas also represented Jamaica at the ’82 World Championships and at the 1984 Olympic trials.

Michael Reyes – 1992-1994  Baseball – San Antonio, TX
The only 1st team NAIA All-American in Wayland baseball history, Reyes was chosen in both the 1993 and 1994 Major League Baseball drafts.  He continues to hold numerous school records including highest batting average in a season, .508, most runs scored in a season and in a career, and most career stolen bases.

Coach Sheryl Estes – 1989-96  Flying Queens Basketball 
During her seven years as coach of the Flying Queens, Sheryl Estes had a won/loss record of 183-62.  Her teams appeared in six NAIA Women’s Championship Tournaments, finishing second in 1992.  She coached seven NAIA All-Americans and eight NAIA Scholar Athletes.

Coach Jon Creer – 1983-1988  Track and Field – St. Charles, MO
Arguably the most successful track and field coach in Wayland history, John Creer won a national-record four straight men’s national indoor titles and two women’s titles during his six years of coaching the Pioneers.  A member of the NAIA Hall of Fame, Creer’s men’s teams finished as the national runner-up once during the indoor season and three times in outdoors, while the women came in second twice in the indoor season and three times during outdoors.

Greg Feris  –  1990 to Present   Athletic Administrator – Plainview, TX
During his 18 years as Director of Athletics at Wayland, Dr. Greg Feris initiated and administered the move of the athletic programs from independent status to membership in the Sooner Athletic Conference and established new varsity programs in volleyball, baseball, golf and soccer.  He was inducted into the NAIA Hall of Fame in 2007.
Induction ceremonies will be held Saturday, February 22 as a part of WBU’s 2008-09 Centennial Homecoming festivities.  Since it was established in 1991, 54 former WBU athletes, coaches and boosters have been inducted into the Athletic Hall of Honor.
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
